We paused for lunch (Fig. 17), and then as we progressed downstream, Ponderosa Canyon 
became deeper and deeper, and when we reached Pealed Pine Canyon, nearly 10 miles below the 
Bradfield Bridge, it was 1,600 feet deep. The walls of the canyon here the hosts for huge 
ponderosa pine trees, one of which had toppled athwart the river, completely blocking its course 
(Figs. 18 and 19).
